This month we have a wondeHpple & Sour
Cream Slicerecipe via a friend of a friend of a friend —
delicious AND simple to make: the perfect combiomti

APPLE & SOUR CREAM SLICE

Ingredients

1 packet vanilla cake mix (the cheap home braralbag is fine)
1 cup desiccated coconut

125 grams melted butter

1 small tin of pie apples (400 gram)

1 carton of sour cream (300 ml)

1 beaten egg

Cinnamon & castor sugar mixture

METHOD
1. Combine cake mix, coconut and butter and pressgreased 30 cm
x 20 cm slice tin.

Bake at 180°C for 10-15 minutes or until goldenviimo
Spread apple over base while still warm,

Mix beaten egg with sour cream and spread oveapipée.
Sprinkle with cinnamon & castor sugar mix.

Bake a further 15 minutes.

Stand for 15 minutes until set, then slice
