One Act Play Submissions 
A reminder to all budding directors: your submissions for 
the One Act Play Season must be in by the end of 
February.

First, send us a copy of the script in its final form . If it is 
an adaptation of a longer play or a dramatisation, the script 
must be edited or adapted for the stage before you submit 
it. Don’t expect the Production Committee to guess which 
bits you want to use, or how you’ll use them. And second, 
your covering letter should give a brief outline of your 
vision for the play – what makes you think it will appeal to 
audiences, the performance style and staging you have in 
mind, and the character descriptions and casting 
requirements as you see them. Go to it!

On-Line Ticketing 
News from Eric ‘The Electronificator’ 
WE have long wanted to streamline GCLT Box Office 
procedures and bring the theatre into the computerised 
world, but without a resident electronic genius (or a tame 
teenager), the procedures have always seemed too difficult 
to organize or too expensive to purchase. Until now...  

Thanks to Joel Beskin’s investigations on behalf of the 
Theatre Alliance, a purpose-built system has been found 
which is suitable and affordable for smaller venues such as 
Gold Coast Little Theatre. Joel was able to broker a deal 
with “SABO Seat Advisor”, a US-based on-line (Internet) 
ticketing system for interested Alliance members.  

The procedure will be similar to booking a flight on-line 
with your computer, or booking a ticket through Q-Pac to 
a show at the Arts Centre or in Brisbane (and we won’t be 
charging an extra $6.00 a seat as some ticketing systems 
do). Other than a $2.00 Visa card fee, prices ‘on-line’ will 
initially be just the same as buying in person at the Box 
Office for GCLT patrons, members and subscribers. You 
will also be able to read about the show and select your 
preferred date and seat from that day’s floor plan. 

No computer - or hate the things? No problem; you will 
still be able to phone your booking in, or come in person to 
the Box Office from 10am to 2pm as normal when we 
open from three weeks before and during each show.  

Box Office staff are currently being trained in the 
procedures required to set up the new system, and we 
expect to be in operation and ‘on-line’ early next year.
