Mrs Fraser — 50+, maybe 60+, solid dour lady
who prides herself on her pessimism, would be

great if she can actually play the piano to
accompany the dance class

Lynne — 19, eager to please, pretty face, of large
proportions, quite a good dancer

Dorothy — small, anxious and birdlike — 35 — 45,
over large movements, concentrates really hard

Maxine — good-looking 40-something, dyed
blond hair, good makeup, expensive rings,
confident dancer, best in the group, good use of
arms in routines

Andy - tall, thin, mid-30’s, short hair, large
glasses, stooped as though ashamed of her
height, un-coordinated dancer, hands by sides,
fists clenched, mechanical feet

Geoffrey — tall, mid-40’s, non-descript, doesn’t
like being noticed, and often wouldn’t be,
limited but confident dancer

Sylvia — early 30’s, short, bubbly brunette,
outrageous dresser, plenty of curves, gum
chewer, always out of step, opposite moves,
doesn’t give a damn

Rose — 40’s large, black Trinidadian (1) —
Perhaps Maori / Asian / Indian: any darker-
skinned, accented nationality, but should be
heavy build, little sense of rhythm but enjoys
dancing immensely

Vera — 35, neat as a pin, dyed red hair,
immaculate makeup, expensively dressed, but
more like a high-class tart, newest in the class,
always cleaning

The ages and character descriptions are, as

“29. PUBLIC FUND

In the event that GCLT is eligible to set up a Rublnd then:

a. Donations to the Public Fund will be deposited itite Public Fund listed on the Register of
Cultural Organisations (as defined in the Income Pasessment Act 1997). These moneys
will be kept separate from other funds of GCLT ailtlonly be used to further the objects of
GCLT. Investments of moneys in this Public Fundtine made in accordance with the
guidelines for public funds as specified by thetralian Taxation Office from time to time.

b. The Public Fund will be administered by the ManagenCommittee of GCLT or (where
required) by a sub-committee of the Management Gtieena majority of whom, because of
their tenure of some public office or their professl standing, have an underlying
community responsibility, as distinct from obligaus solely in regard to the cultural
objectives of GCLT.

c. No moneys/assets in the Public Fund will be disteld to GCLT members or members of the
Management Committee of GCLT, except as reimburdgevheut-of-pocket expenses
incurred on behalf of the Public Fund or proper rameration for administrative services.

d. Receipts for gifts to the Public Fund must state:

I. the name of the Public Fund and that the receifpdis gift made to the Public
Fund;

. the Australian Business Number of GCLT

ii. the fact that the receipt is for a gift; and

2 any other matter required to be included on theergcpursuant to the
requirements of the Income Tax Assessment Act 1997.

e. Any proposed amendments or alterations to thesegoms relating to the Public Fund must
be notified to the Department responsible from timgme for the administration of the
Register of Cultural Organisations to assess tliecebf any amendments on the Public
Fund’s continuing deductible gift recipient status.
